Japanese language instruction service is tailored
to each child’s condition. We cultivate basic
conversation and writing skill, and comprehensive
Japanese language skill that will lead to school
subjects learning. Usually, we provides one-on-one
lessons in the special classroom during the class
periods.
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Who can use this service?

Japanese language instruction service is available
for returnees, foreign pupils and students (Also
including pupils and students whose
parents/guardians have foreign nationalities) in
Meguro City municipal schools, who have difficulty
in learning school subjects and daily habits due to
insufficient Japanese language skills. In principle, the
period of instruction is no more than two years.
